OFFICIAL RULES
OZARK ANTIQUE AUTO CLUB
SWAP MEET

The Ozark Antique Auto Club welcomes you to our annual swap meet. Thank you for participating.
In an effort to help things run smoothly and safely, we have some rules for everyone to follow.

1. Windshield stickers are required on all vehicles brought into the swap area. The sticker should be placed on the

left side below any window tinting. Vehicles will not be admitted without this sticker.
Any vehicle parked in the swap meet or car corral area requires a windshield sticker. Replacement stickers $2.

2. Parking in the aisles within the swap meet will not be tolerated. Illegally par ked vehicles

within the swap meet area will be towed away at the owner’s expense.
Parking is available within the public parking area. Loading or unloading is permitted during appropriate times.

3. Pre-registered vendors will be admitted Thursday afternoon from 4pm to 8pm; earlier if the grounds are
completely prepared. Vendors can come and go between 6am and 10am or 4pm and 10pm. No vehicles

will be allowed in or out between 10am and 4 pm on Friday and Saturday.
This is to limit traffic within the swap area for the safety of the public.

4. We request that all vendors vacate their spaces by Spm Sunday.

5. Spaces will be marked at the corners and the space number will be marked in the center front. Your displays,
vehicles and merchandise must be within your space.

6. A five mile per hour speed limit will be enforced.

7. No motorized or self propelled vehicles may be used in the swap meet area (bikes, skates, skateboards, scooters,
golf carts, atv’s etc.) Riding around inside the swap meet is not permitted.

8. Handicapped persons will be allowed to use wheel chairs or scooters that would be allowed in an indoor mall.

9. All pets must be on a leash that is no longer than six feet.

10. To prevent noise during sleeping hours, absolutely no motor traffic will be allowed between 10pm and 6am in
the swap meet area. The gate will be closed and security guards will be on duty.

11. City Regulations: No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the fairgrounds.
Vendors are not permitted to sell refreshments. No open fires are permitted at
any time.

12. No sale or exhibition of firearms is permitted within the swap meet area.

13. The Ozark Antique Auto Club will not be responsible for any damages, injuries or accidents during the swap
meet.

14. The Swap Meet Directors reserve the right to reject and/or eject any person or firm they deem as undesirable for
any reason. The director’s actions and decisions are final.
